Since January 27, 2024, there have been at least 20 commercial burglaries in the region targeting business
that sell or rent tools, Businesses are the ovemight hours, typically midnight and
0600. The glass window or door of the business is shattered with a window puncher or ather tool in order to
gain entry. Once inside, suspects remove a large number of tools (pictured on page 2). Suspects are
described as 2-3 black males, wearing all dark clothing and ski masks. In multiple cases, one of the males is
wearing the same Adidas sweatshirt (pictured on page 2). Suspects have changed vehicles multiple times;
in the most recent case they were using a Black Toyota Sienna (VA/TNP-9822).

» “Patrol: Spend 20-30 minutes in the parking lots of Asian restaurants in your beat.”

« The indirect method:

« “Experts who have studied this type of pattern recommend a broad media and social
media campaign to raise public awareness.”

“The last time we had a pattern of this nature, we solved it by prioritizing fingerprint
analysis from the respective crime scenes.”

“The literature supports several interventions for this type of pattern, one of which is
regular business checks starting 30 minutes before the target time period.”

“Other agencies that have experienced this type of pattern have found success by using
stakeouts at the forecasted target during the forecasted time periods.”
